Report on Mental Health unit, Spring 2004:

[ This unit was unfortunately not assessed last time, because I was ill at the time of assessment. ]
The student feedback forms were very positive indeed.

The spread of marks was good, and generally high, which was pleasing; and there were no problems needing comment vis a vis external, QAA, etc.

The main problem that emerged on the unit was that the early material on Foucault and Derrida was, frankly, too difficult. This material has therefore been removed from the ‘core curriculum’ of the unit and placed simply as an optional essay topic for keen students. This change has the positive effect of allowing more space for the other things studied on the unit, which were a bit crowded. The new syllabus looks very satisfactory, in my opinion and in that of the seminar leader on the unit.

I propose no other changes to this unit for next time.

48 students completed the unit; the mean mark was 61 %. The highest mark was 78; the lowest was 50 (and 13 (and 0)).
